For each application, the BRB charges € 60, - (VAT not applicable) to cover administration expenses. 

Requirements for registration (see also the Regulations)
To be eligible for registration, applicants must meet the following requirements:

1. a master’s degree from a Dutch university or a foreign equivalent thereof or a VVS Statistician’s Certificate. This education must include at least 60 units of European Credits (one unit equals 28 hours of studying time) in statistics/calculation of probability/methodology of a satisfactory level, or the equivalent thereof (e.g. 42 units of studiepunten (one unit equal to 40 hours of studying time), at the discretion of the BRB);

2. at least five years of practical experience at an appropriate level in applying biostatistical methods to designing, analyzing and reporting scientific research in the field of Life Sciences - of these five, at least two years with personal responsibility for the biostatistical work. A full PhD trajectory counts as 1 year of experience.
See also Article 7 of the Regulations.

Individuals not meeting the degree requirement as stated above, who have ten or more years of practical experience on an appropriate level, are equally eligible for registration provided that they can acceptably substantiate that their knowledge of statistical theory and methods is comparable to the requirements stated above.PRIVATE
